President’s Column

It seems difficult to believe that it has been nearly four years since I began my term as President of RC 24. In this final column I want to say just a few things about the state of RC 24 as my term winds down, while spending most of my time acknowledging some of the debts I owe to others. 


I hope you will agree that the state of RC 24 is generally quite good. The RC 24 membership roster is very strong. Our membership total rivals those of the well established research committees such as stratification and social movements, and we are clearly in the upper third of ISA research committees in terms of membership numbers. We have been very active in sponsoring inter-Congress conferences and publishing papers presented at these conferences. Our RC 24 Brisbane Congress program is wide-ranging and exciting. The recent election of officers and membership referendum on the new Statutes attracted broad member participation. The incoming offers (see the accompanying article by Riley Dunlap) represent no fewer than ten world nations, testifying to the strongly international flavor of RC 24. 


The bulk of the credit for this favorable state of affairs must go to a number of people who made RC 24 tick over the past four years. First of all, the fellow officers and Board members were very active in RC 24 activities – as conference organizers and presenters, world Congress session chairs, and informal advisors – and were very supportive of my work as President. As much as I have valued the contributions of all of the Board members, I would be remiss if I did not point out that since Montreal the main cog of RC 24 has been Arthur Mol. Arthur Mol has been a person of both big ideas and an ambitious intellectual agenda as well as a person who has deftly, competently, and promptly handled all of the details of being RC 24 Co-Secretary and Congress Program Co-Chair. I wish him all the best as the incoming President of RC 24.


I also want to thank all of the co-organizers of the RC 24-sponsored conferences and symposia that were held after the Montreal World Congress. My opinion is that these inter-Congress conferences are arguably the most crucial component of making RC 24 a truly global intellectual community. As important as the World Congress is, it is the case that the inter-Congress regional meetings are a very important venue for our work and help to attract new members to RC 24. The regional conferences are the glue that holds the Environment and Society Research Committee together. To each and every one of the more than a dozen people who have co-organized RC 24-sponsored conferences – in Chicago, Vienna, Rio de Janeiro, Cambridge, and Kyoto – you have my sincerest gratitude. All of the conferences were of uniformly high quality. In addition, most of the co-organizers were active in raising funds to make possible the participation of others. 


I would also like to acknowledge Riley Dunlap, my predecessor as RC 24 President, for all of his help over the past four years. I freely availed myself of his advice and counsel, which I always found very helpful. Riley also did a terrific job as Chair of the Nominations and Elections Committee during 2001-02. 


Finally, I want to thank the RC 24 membership for their support and commitment. It is not an easy task to be an active member of a global intellectual community. Doing so requires commitment of time and of scarce institutional and personal funds. Thanks to all of you for putting in the effort needed to sustain RC 24. I also strongly urge that RC 24 members continue to step forward to co-organize RC 24 conferences. 


One of the perks of the office of President of RC 24 is that the Statutes dictate that the immediate Past President will be a member of the Board during the four-year inter-Congress interval after his or her term as President has expired. The Statutes have also been written to make it possible for Past Presidents to join the Board under subsequent administrations, if that is the will of the Board as a whole. I will look forward to continued involvement in RC 24, for as long as my services can be of use. It has been a privilege to serve in this role. I look forward to seeing all of you in Brisbane so that I can express my appreciation to you in person.
